We
received a lot of comments on the intense volume of his voice, a few
that said they appreciated the fact that they could hear everything he
said.

We met with Roy and Shannon over lunch Sunday and then again with
Roy at 3:30 to discuss a number of topics. If he takes the job he is willing
to work with the eldership and serve the congregation, If he is hired we
plan to work with him about his delivery and tone.
